English Self-introduction for College Entrance Interview

Length: 1 minute or 3 minutes.

Often times you will be asked to do a 1-min self-introduction, but it’s better if you can prepare
another 3-min English self-introduction.

Contents:

(1) You must include you name, the school you’re going to graduate from, the study
experience and the background related to the department, the reason why you want to be
admitted to that department.

(2) You may include details (things about their jobs or schools) about your family members, if

the details are related to your entrance to that department.

. Notice:

(1) Your self-introduction may rise the judges’ interest on particular topics.
(2) You have to show your confidence and ambition.

(3) You have to practice and prepare a bit more about things you might say.
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
